Vehicle: It is your responsibility to ensure your vehicle is roadworthy and appropriately set up for the trip. CB Radio - UHF.  Especially front recovery point.  Wrapping a snatch strap around a bumper bar just doesn’t work!
Provisions Required:  This is easy camping close to amenities (within 10k drive) and basic shops.  You will need to bring your own drinking water, food, drinks, tent/camper, basic camping gear.  Nothing special.
Equipment: First aid kit. Fire extinguisher fitted in a visible and accessible 


location.

Notes:  There are a couple of vehicles heading down Thursday 1 during the morning and getting to the island Thursday lunch.  They have booked one of the barges from Harvey Bay.  This will need to be booked if you want to go with them.  Contact me for their details.

If you are leaving with me, I don’t have any time off, so will be leaving after work.  We will travel straight to Inskip Pt and camp at the campsite there.  This will need to be booked through the EPA website for just that night.  We will then take the early morning barge to Hook Pt on Fraser.  This is first in first served and cant be booked.  Cost is about $90 return (bring cash).  This will be low tide, so shouldn’t be too hard getting up the beach.  Camping around Poyungan Rocks camp ground, but its all first in best dressed, so we may need to hunt around a bit for a campsite.  It will be BUSY on the island, so getting a super early barge on Friday morning will be important. (and the tide is coming in ;))  Everyone is free to do their own thing once on the island, but im sure there will be several groups split up and head to different attractions each day.  I will be coming back on Monday 5th, but others are staying longer.
